A brief Project description follows:
The John Gunnel project included the reduction of a remnant highwall from a previous reclamation project.  The reclamation design included the removal the Frazier Lamac Haul road and the incorporation of a series of small surface water attenuation impoundments to control surface water flow and minimize erosional impacts upon adjacent reclamation.  The cut material from the haul road was used as fill for the highwall reduction.  This approach minimized the disturbance of reclaimed and native lands adjacent to the highwall, and had the added benefit of reclaiming the haul road to the pre-mine surface.  The surface water attenuation impoundments were designed for sediment and erosion control and had the added benefit of providing a surface water source for wildlife and livestock.  Upon completion of construction, BLM assumed the rights to the surface water impoundments.  The John Gunnel project also included provisions for the establishment of a historical monument which documents the original discovery of the Gas Hills Uranium Mining District.
